MESSAGE

arlier this year | had the privilege of joining the
E celebrations to mark a remarkable journey of 25 years

of Ekta Parishad in a small town called Tilda around
two hour’s drive from Raipur. Ekta Parishad is a peoples’
movement for land rights built on the fundamentals of
Gandhian principles. The core constituents of Ekta Parishad
are land less people, who unarguably would be amongst
the poorest of the poor in India. It was both inspiring and
humbling to hear the unending struggles of hundreds of
landless people for their daily survival and the aspiration to live a life with basic human
dignity. Growing inequalities in India was a recurring theme in most of the statements,
conversations and speeches by the landless. It reflected an acute understanding of
the unfairness of the current growth and development model, which leads to further
accentuation of inequalities; concentration of wealth amongst a few; and, pauperization
and marginalization of the majority. Many of these landless people were adivasis and
they spoke with passion and immense clarity about the current developmental model’s
assault on mother earth.

The day was a powerful testimony of the need to acknowledge the limitations and
inherent inadequacies of current development paradigm centered on growth and
production. More importantly, speaker after speaker emphasized the need to reclaim
the debate on land from the perspective of landless people. In essence, the plea was to
focus on the centrality of distributive justice in ensuring a life of dignity for all.

Indian civil society is undergoing multiple transformations and is faced with daunting
challenges like shrinking space and resource crunch. However, the demand for focus
on (re)distributive justice has made me introspect about the current role of civil society
in India. Has it focused adequately on questions of (re)distributive justice and growing
inequality in the country, while it continues its remarkable policy and ground level work
which includes service provisioning, empowering communities, defending and claiming
basic rights?
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Hopefully, the expanding portfolio of NFI’s work and partnerships would provide some
insights about Indian civil society’s dynamic engagement with these questions. | also
sincerely hope that we as an institution would engage with these questions more
proactively. Thanks to the trust of donors and partners our work has significantly grown
in 2014-15. It has been a strategic expansion, which has provided us the possibilities of
deepening our existing work. For instance, our budget work expanded to 11 states and
our partners ventured into participatory budgeting and budget analysis at the district
level. Similarly, this year, we were able to support around 25 media awards (print and
photo), almost double of last year. Our seven thematic fields continued to build robust
partnerships and hopefully made a difference in peoples’ lives.

We are delighted to present the annual report of the National Foundation for India

for 2014-15. This presents an account of our work done in the last financial year. Our
attempt has been to candidly present our successes and challenges in equal measure.
Your feedback and suggestions are most welcome.

NFI BELIEVES THAT PRO-ACTIVE SOCIAL LEADERSHIP AND

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Context

The role of a civic community is critical in the contemporary development discourse.
While constitutional spaces have been created for people’s participation, these alone
have not been able to bring about the desired change in society. NFI believes that
pro-active social leadership and community participation has the potential to bring
about substantive social transformation.

With this in mind, NFI has over the past decade aimed to invest in, support and
strengthen individual leaders — youth, development sector workers and those
associated with the business community in their various capacities to bring in social
change and transformation. The projects for these groups fall under three thematic
areas: “Social Justice Philanthropy”, “Voluntarism Programme” and “Leadership
Development Programme”.

Social Justice Philanthropy

Social Justice Philanthropy Initiative is one of the core endeavours of NFI to
strengthen philanthropy in India. The initiative with a specific focus on the private
sector in India, attempts to influence both the philanthropic discourse and practice
in the country towards a more pro-social justice approach. NFI has adopted a multi-
pronged approach to achieve this end. Evidence-based policy advocacy though
research and publication, direct dialogue with private sector players and media
engagement around key issues are some of the instruments used by NFI for this.

A state level round table on “CSR and
development of Odisha” was organized on 27th
January 2015 jointly by NFI, CYSD, UNICEF —
Odisha and Indian Institute of Corporate Affairs
(ICA), with active support from the Government
of Odisha. The chief secretary, Government of
Odisha inaugurated the round table and assured
all support from the Government side. More than
60 corporates were in attendance along with
nearly 30 NGOs and senior officials from different
state Government departments. The round table
concluded with a plan to establish a state level
CSR coordination structure with members from
the Government, private sector and development
sector to oversee and plan alignment of CSR
activities with Government programs and key
development requirements in the state.

As part of the philanthropy initiative, NFI also
facilitates other development organizations
forge partnerships with private sector by holding
thematic corporate round tables. One of such
round tables was held on 19th December 2014
in Mumbai, on the issue of Street children to
facilitate Rainbow coalition, an organization
that runs 30 homes for street children around
the country, to engage with potential corporate

partners. Nearly five corporate organizations
participated and took active interest in the
discussion.

On the issue of facilitating entrepreneurship
among dalits in India, NFI organized a
donor round table to facilitate the Dalit
Indian Chamber of Commerce and Industry
(DICCI), a leading business association

of dalit businesses with a pan- Indian
presence, to explore support from leading
donor agencies. The round table took place
at NFIl on 14th November 2014. Eight
leading donor agencies which included

UN agencies and bilateral aid agencies
attended the discussion and many of them
showed interest in the issue and potential
partnership with DICCI.

A corporate round table was organized on
5th May 2014 in Bhubaneswar in partnership
with Xavier Institute of Management,
Bhubaneswar (XIM-B) and Indian Institute
of Corporate Affairs (IICA) on the topic of
Corporate Social Responsibility and NGO
partnerships. Over 50 participants attended
the round table with representation from
over 20 corporate houses.

A round table on “CSR and declining child
sex ratio in India” was organized in Delhi,
in partnership with UN WOMEN and Girls
Count on 5th August, 2014. This was
attended by representatives from IICA, CII,
and FICCI, ministry of health and family
welfare as well as by CSR heads from
around 10 corporate.

NFI has proposed and is in the process of
developing a India Business Responsibility
Index to measure and rank top 100 Indian
corporates on their responsible behavior in
conducting business operations including
that in CSR and human rights. A high level
committee has been constituted to develop
this index. This shall be the first of its kind
Index in India and expected to be launched
by the end of 2015.

A collaborative study on top corporate
foundations was completed in partnership
with Change -Alliance, IICA, Prakruthi,
Praxis and Charities Aid foundation. This
study explores the nature of development
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work being taken up by the top 100
corporate foundations.

“ A study on the nature and extent of CSR
activities being carried out by the top 350
Indian companies have been completed in
joint collaboration with NFI, Cll and National
Foundation for Corporate Governance
(NFCG), Government of India.

Voluntarism Programme

Youth work at the foundation focuses on enabling
young people to make meaningful choices for
themselves and for society. The programme aims
to channelize the energies, interest and idealism
of the youth in promoting greater social justice
and humaneness in our society. The programme
aims to promote the spirit of voluntarism and civic
action amongst young people and to encourage
civil society organizations to promote voluntarism
among the youth.
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Activities Undertaken:

Under the voluntarism programme the 13th round
of the internship programme was facilitated this
year. Twenty interns were placed with eleven
voluntary organizations in the northern and central
parts of the country.

Grants in the last year have been made to Patang,
Odisha; Abhivyakti Foundation, Jharkhand, Aman
Charitable Trust, Delhi, Shri Ram College of
Commerce, Delhi, and consultancy support was
provided to Sauhard, Ahmedabad, Lokesh Kalal,
Rajasthan, Smita Sen, Kolkatta.

Let's Talk Sexuality...
For a Safer Punel

NFI BELIEVES THAT IMPROVING THE HEALTH STATUS OF THE
MARGINALIZED COMMUNITIES ENCOMPASSES NOT JUST
HEALTH DETERMINANTS BUT ALSO VARIOUS OTHER SOCIAL
DETERMINANTS LIKE EDUCATION, LIVELIHOOD”
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Context

Through the Community Health program, NFI works in three areas. The first is to

reach out to youth and adolescent girls and boys to improve their understanding of
reproductive and sexual health including health rights through the Youth Innovations
Fund-YIF. NFI engages in arresting the declining child sex ratio in India that stands at
an abysmal 919 girls against 1000 boys in 2011, through the Girls Count Coalition. With
effective and efficient early childhood nutrition and care (ECCD) NFI reaches out to
children.

The instruments that NFI uses to bring the aforesaid changes are grant making under
the YIF and ECCD, facilitating national level coalitions like Girls Count and organising
research, events and generating knowledge products under all the three sub-
categories.

Grants were made to eight organisations
namely, Gramya Vikas Mancha, Patang,
Odisha; Muskaan,Madhya Pradesh; Vishakha,
Rajasthan; Tathapi, Foundation for Social
transformation,Assam; Centre for Social
education and development, Coimbatore;

For the Youth Innovation Fund the year has
been action-packed with new partnerships and
taking the journey of addressing challenges

of sexual reproductive health of young

people through innovations. There was some
intense churning through the various research
processes that we started during the year and
two knowledge products out of this process is
developed and others are in the pipe-line.

YIF partners are both in urban and rural
settings and these partners work with children
and adolescents from the age group of 14 to
25 years. In 20 villages in Nalbari district of
Assam, while we face a number of challenges
in engaging with boys, our partners have been
able to involve young person’s to understand
the social processes of their villages. Through
our partners we have successfully created

a few safe and empowering spaces to bring
together a group of skilled, sensitive and
informed young people. We have also started
working towards making a certificate course
and set up Youth- friendly counseling services
in two diverse, resource poor settings. Our
partner in Bhopal has created space for young

people of marginalised communities for
enhanced expressiveness and well being
and further started linkages with government
services. In Pune, college students are
mobilised from 15 colleges in urban and
semi urban areas through physical forum
and social media; online and offline
discussions and dissemination on affirmative
sexuality, has begun.

Since we had found that the first five partners
concentrated on direct implementation of

the project, we called for a second round

of proposals with a focus on research

and advocacy. After a thorough selection
process, three partners were selected from

3 different states of India. The interventions
are in education institutions, in youth friendly
spaces, in communities and the families. The
project covers, adolescents living in flood-
affected areas, college going young adults
from urban and peri-urban areas, adolescents
from de-notified tribes, from scheduled caste
and scheduled tribe communities etc.

Amongst the three new partners Foundation
for Social transformation is working in

Assam on a research and advocacy effort on
sexuality of persons with disability. Centre for
Social education and development is working
through the concept of peer buddies with
adolescent children in the industrial area of
Avinashi in Coimbatore which would later lead
to advocacy for the sexual and reproductive
health rights of adolescent children. Akshara
(FREA India) is working through an advocacy
initiative to reduce gender based violence

in Mumbai, especially with NSS and the
college authorities. Rural Volunteers Centre is
carrying out activities in the remote Dhemaji
district of Assam with rural tribal children in
providing them adolescent friendly space for
enabled growth and learning.

The partners are also provided technical
support through mentoring. There is one
resource person who mentors the partners
to overcome overall challenges and road
blocks they come across. It was seen that
with those NGOs who were involved with
educational institutions for implementing
part of this project, the educational
institutions backed out when it came to
actual implementation. We understood
that packaging the content of the project
appropriately for young people’s attention
to be sustained was very important.
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Interestingly popular cinema, television
channels, advertisements were a good
medium to start a discussion; sometimes to
drive home issues of gender based violence,
gender discrimination, whereas on the other
hand it was useful to use RTI as a tool for
mobilization in certain areas.

Under Girls Count Campaign, one of the major
highlights of the last financial year was the
release of the Civil Society Report Card that
assessed the status of statutory mechanisms
as provisioned under the PCPNDT Act. Based
on the finding of this Report Card a review of
the statutory mechanism was done in 2015 with
the respective state government officials. Girls
Count organised a 10-day public campaign

on the issue of Declining Child Sex Ratio
(DCSRY) in ten major metro stations in Delhi
reaching out to more than ten lakh commuters.
Simultaneously, Girls Count also ran an
awareness campaign to support the “UNITE to
End Violence Against Women” campaign.

On the advocacy front, Girls Count had started
an online petition urging e-commerce portals
(Naaptol, Flipkart and Amazon.in) to remove
publications that promote sex selection

from their website in February 2015. This
petition gathered over 11,000 signatures.

After nearly two months of petitioning and
online campaigning by Girls Count, these
e-commerce sites removed such publications.
For the launch of the Beti Bachao Beti Padhao
(BBBP) scheme of Government of India Girls
Count supported the Ministry of Women and
Child Development (MWCD) in developing the
banners promoting the value of girl child and
state-wise maps depicting the adverse child
sex ratio. With the aim of providing a platform
to the various stakeholders to raise issues and
concerns related to declining child sex ratio and
gender inequality, Girls Court started a quarterly
newsletter and four editions of Girls Count
Newsletter were published.

Girls Count partnered with Youth ki Awaaz to
generate awareness around the causes and
implications of a skewed child sex ratio in India
by organizing an online-engagement platform
and content flow. Youth Ki Awaaz posted

10 articles pertaining to various aspects of
declining child sex ratio with a projected reach
of over 35,000.

Under ECCD, a malnutrition intervention
project was implemented in two areas in upper
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Assam through three organisations- Action
Northeast Trust, Prastuti and Rural Development
Organisation (RDO) respectively. The present
intervention is a follow up of the Malnutrition
Study-Poshan Shoshan which was done earlier
by the ant. Selected and trained local, youth
volunteers collected data and motivated parents
for complementary feeding, frequent feeding
and ensuring better nutrients for a child. The
volunteers moved from door to door to follow

up on this. Positive Deviance Meetings were
conducted at least once in each tea garden
estate line to let the parents motivate each other
about a child’s growth and what did they feed
differently in feeding that the child has improved
in its height and weight.

% Through SUS (Sanathan Unnayan Sangstha),
NFI sought to promote health seeking behavior of
children and the community in Elgain Grant area
of socially and poalitically alienated Silchar District
of Assam. Specifically, the project facilitates

the usage of safe drinking water for better

health and hygiene especially among children.
The area is spread with Tea Gardens where
plantation labourers from Jharkhand, Odisha and
Chhattisgarh eventually settled.

Context

The development journalism programme attempts to use media to draw public attention
to the conditions in which marginalized communities live, situations requiring social
change, and the effectiveness of state and non-state action. The programme seeks

to create an open dialogue on development issues with common citizens based in
vulnerable and marginalized communities.

NFI for over two decades has been engaging with journalists through an annual media
fellowship programme to draw public attention to development issues. This fellowship
gives opportunity to print and photo journalists from different parts of the country, to
publish a series of articles or photo -stories on a range of development issues.

In addition to the fellowships NFI also supports and facilitates media training for
journalists to build their perspectives on various development issues. The focus of
these trainings is on skill of writing a good development story.

NFI has also worked with media news feature services like Charkha to ensure supply
of development articles by grassroots practitioners and activists, to the print media
and social media. We have supported projects focused on community participation in
media forms, which serve local development needs, and help build local development
perspectives. We have done this through the medium of print, radio, cable, internet,
comics and traditional and contemporary performing arts.
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Activities
The activities have been around:

% Strengthening capacities of print and photo
journalists through the annual media awards
programme. The programme encourages
journalists to take time off from their routine
beats to conduct research on and publish
articles and/or photo essays on a wide range
of issues that are important to ordinary Indians
in their struggle for a better life.

% Building capacities of community radio
practitioners and volunteers to be able to make
need-based, entertaining audio programmes in
partnership with Drishti, Ahmedabad.

% Bridging the digital divide and strengthening
tribal communities in central India through
mobile technology in partnership with CGNet
and Sitara Association.

In the 20th year of the media award
programme (in 2014), NFIl awarded 13 Media
Fellowships, ten to print journalists and three
photojournalists. UNICEF, International Justice
Mission, World Vision India and The Hindu
supported the programme by sponsoring
fellowships. The Orientation and Awards
Programme was held at the India Habitat
Centre on 25th, 26th and 27th February 2015.
To mark the event a panel discussion was
organized on “Civil Society- Role, Challenges
and Way Forward” with Vrinda Grover, Shiv
Vishvanath and Jairam Ramesh as panelists.

Along with the NFI Media Awards, NFI
launched the Child Survival Media Award

in partnership with Save the Children. The
programme design of these awards is similar
to the annual NFI awards however these
awards focus primarily on the issue of child
survival and health.

NFI piloted some media interventions in
partnership with media organizations in
northern India. All intervention focused

on creatively using various forms of
communication to democratize media.
Programmes ranging from orientation of
media professionals to training to promote
citizen journalism were undertaken. Efforts

were made to use social media to highlight
development challenges.

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Context

NFI has a role to play in making children from marginalized communities and areas
access mainstream education of reasonably good quality. It remains committed to
strengthen institutions (NGOs, education centres, tutorials, child resource centres, LSG
structures, parents’ committees etc) that foster wholesome education with focus on
good values and responsible citizenship among children.

NFI is committed to facilitate the establishment of such institutions in geographically
remote areas and among marginalized communities (for eg. Indigenous tribes of
Northeast, Musaharis, Adivasis as non native community in Assam and Chakmas).
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Activities Undertaken

Grants were made to establish and strengthen
institutions like education centres, tutorials, child
resource centres and parents committees to ensure
that children become part of and benefit from
mainstream schooling. An independent research

in Bodoland, grants to CCl and SSPP in Manipur;
NERSWN and Pratham in Assam; SNEHA Arunachal
Pradesh, Samagrseva in Bihar were the partners.

NFI supported a Centre for Children with
Special Needs in Manipur. Progress is been
visible in terms of infrastructures, human
resources and professionalism at the
centre. The School, which was started in a
temporary makeshift house, has now shifted
to the proposed permanent Ability Village
campus at outskirts of Lamka town.

NFI also facilitated the educational
development of first generation learners

in Churachandpur district of Manipur by
striving towards improving the situation of
schools and learning outcomes of children.
It includes provision of teaching aids,
advocacy for improvement for teacher’s
attendance and enhancement of student’s
enrollments, capacity building on RTE,
health and environment, and exposure visits.

In Bodoland NFI has been supporting an
initiative to facilitate access to elementary
education, for lack of any other alternative,
for children of conflict affected victims of
non-bodo communities viz. the Adivasis.

In the last one year, the school with 340
children has been recognized as bridge
school by the state education department
and also acts as strong pillar for other
constructive work among the community
members. Health services, promotion of
agricultural livelihoods, child protection
initiatives in the area, promoting the idea of
peace and justice, are the other associated
activities. A School Management Committee
with 60 members is in place.

Today NFI has come quite far in building
and nurturing Elementary level schools at
Diyun and Vijoypur in Arunachal Pradesh.
The schools serve the educational needs
of politically and socially marginalized
Chakmas. For last couple of years NFI
has been re-granting and reviewing

the grant on behalf of Shamdasani
Foundation after playing a pioneering
role in seeding, nurturing, mainstreaming
and communicating the school’s activities
to the outer world through systematic and
sustained intervention in grant making
and development communication for last
10 years.
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« NFI concurs that besides the Bodo, there
are many other communities living in
Bodoland; such diversity of languages has
also led the region into history of series of
conflicts. Educational books and resources
could be one of the means to bring peace
by involving illustrators, writers, artists, etc.
from different communities. It is here that
NFI supports the development of teaching
and learning materials, both fiction and
nonfiction, for children in four languages viz.
Assamese, Bodo, Rabha and Santhali.

“» Another ethnographic study on politics of
Language in primary classrooms of Bodoland
is playing on narratives by the children,
community teachers and other adults in a
multi lingual environment where poverty,
conflict, identity mobilization and political
disturbances are rampant. The project
would help us in building more inclusive and
equitable models of education for primary
children belonging to different tribes. NFI
would explore ways and means for attracting
mainland consciousness towards Bodoland's
language and classroom politics through this
published work.

“ In Jamui district of Bihar amidst the
Mahadalit community, the marginalization

of the Musaharis has driven NFI to aim for
transforming lives of at least 2000 children,
and thereby parents, community and society
in 15 Musaharis hamlets. It supported
integration of 6 to 14 years old children of
this community into mainstream education
and, also improved the nutrition levels for 0
to 6 years old children.

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Context

India has experienced rapid economic growth, structural shifts and urbanization in the
last two decades especially through manufacturing and service sector advancement.
Lack of growth in agriculture sector is leading to increasing disinterest amongst rural
communities, especially the youth, resulting in widespread migration to urban areas.
Being, one of the young countries in the world, creating employment and providing
better livelihoods for the poor, particularly those disadvantaged by resources, gender
and social status is clearly the present priority.

Livelihood Security Programme of NFI aims to strengthen the socio-economic position
of smallholders, micro-entrepreneurs and youth from rural and urban areas in a
sustainable manner. Thus, National Foundation for India builds capacities of partner
organizations, working with smallholders having limited access to agriculture input,
credit and other resources to access better resources for improving livelihoods. Along
with this, NFI is engaging with organisations working with youth from marginalized
communities, residing in rural and urban India to build their skill for better livelihoods.

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Impact:

NFI has reached out to more than 10000 smallholders by partnering with ten field-
based organisations across Assam and Odisha. The major impact of our interventions
can be derived as follows:

1. Ensuring food and nutrition security, for more than ten thousand households, by
improved agricultural production of paddy, Maize and vegetables.

2. Improved quality of life for more than 500 internally displaced households by
engaging in agriculture as major source of livelihoods through cultivating paddy,
Maize, kitchen garden, vegetables and horticultural intervention.

3. The average additional income for at least 2500 producers has gone up to
Rs. 8000/- per annum who otherwise have been engaged in sporadic wage labour
with much lower income and greater insecurity.

4. Reviving indigenous variety of paddy and millets and organic farming with
partners in Odisha.

5. Marketing linkages promoted by farmers groups for Ragi, vegetables and sugarcane.

6. Leveraging resources from government sources and financial institutions for
sustenance of the projects.

The Northeast Working Group on Action
Research was constituted as a body of
civil society representatives, academia
and activists. Two researchers, from Delhi
and Guwahati, are engaged in secondary
and primary research towards mapping
of existing local governance structures
and mechanisms in northeast states. A
research study on, ‘The Look East Policy
from People’s Perspective: A Study on
Mizoram’ enabled IDSK to focus on
perspectives of border tribes of Northeast
India ; it included people’s narrative,
experiences sharing, case studies and
perception test of the tribal people within
the realm of the Look East Policy.

The documentary film, Assam- a landscape
of Neglect was screened on February

27 at India International Centre in Delhi.
Made by Pankaj Butalia, the film made a
nuanced attempt at unearthing the current
circumstances in Assam that define its
realities more as a story of chaos than hope.
Zubaan, a publishing house for women,
organized the event. A discussion, post
screening, provided audience with a platform
to talk about challenges, issues and the
recent events pertaining to the Northeast.

To challenge the racist and discriminatory
nature of alienation of the North eastern
community in Delhi and other metro cities,
World Comics India (WCI) initiated a
campaign through cultural intervention in
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Delhi and certain Northeast states. They
used comics as the main art form and other
media tools including social media to make
people aware about the Northeast, their
issues, terrain, problems, culture etc, in a
creative and interactive manner.

NFI instituted a Peace Fellowship program

in partnership with Foundation for Social
Transformation (FST). The selection

of potential fellows was an intense and
engaging exercise, looking out for youth

with passion and commitment for socially
transformative work. The fellowships were
awarded to seven youth from Bodo, Adivasi,
Nepali, Muslim and Karbi communities
including an all women’s group. The
proposals were spread across agricultural
livelihoods and community farming to reading
for change, developing communication
networks among women and making of a film
on children as victims of terror.

NFI, (Ahmedabad based) is it needed
Centre for Social justice (CSJ) and a couple
of donor organizations came together to
establish Entittement Centers in 10 Minority
Concentrated Districts (MCD) districts (or
blocks), across 10 states. These centers

are physical spaces intended to facilitate
various awareness programs to popularize
the scheme and the entitlements meant for
minorities as enshrined in the PM 15 points
program. They offer information and guidance
to the citizens, particularly marginalized
people from the minority community about
their entitlements, handhold them to claim
their rights, facilitate litigation and grievances
of common citizens. Organisations that NFI
supports, besides CSJ, to run these centres
are Sadbhavna trust (UP), NOSKK (West

Vikash (Odisha) and Shaheen (Andhra Pradesh).

A culmination event of project Rehnuma was
held on December 18, 2014 at Constantia Hall of
YWCA, New Delhi under the theme, “Reaching
The Last Mile: An Exploration Into Understanding
Challenges And Stepping Stones In Making
Entitlements Reach The Vulnerable”. Attended
by more than 100 participants from different parts
of the country the event provided a platform to
the grassroots workers and policy makers. It also
featured the release of a report compiled by the
Centre for Social Justice (CSJ), the technical
partner of NFI in the project, containing data from
a field survey conducted across eight states.

P-SAARC Secretariat organized several regional
consultations across the country to discuss
environment, labor, employment, land issues,
gender, trade, regional cooperation, etc. AMAN
Trust highlighted the status of under-privileged
prisoners by investigating current mechanisms
of legal aid delivery by the state and legal aid
authorities. They assessed loopholes in judiciary,
administration, police and bureaucracy that lead
to denial/delay in justice for the poor.

Impact

Both the Rehnuma and P-SAARC initiatives
reached out to a large user group with their
pan-India approach.

Grants led to more strengthening of networks
and associations that are committed to plurality.

Research, film and accompanied events led to
improving the understanding of a non-polarised
and plural civil society in the targeted areas

ENSURE EFFECTIVE DEMOCRACY IN INDIA”
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Context

It was in 1992 that the 73rd and the 74th Constitutional Acts came into being as

a culmination of a prolonged struggle for devising a democratic, empowered and
empowering system of governance in the country. Since then, NFI's work in the area
of Governance has highlighted the need, and facilitated strategic interventions, for
participatory and inclusive local governance to ensure effective democracy in India.
This thematic area believes that bringing systems and institutions closer to people will
not only make it more responsive but also result in policies and outputs, which will be,
based on the needs of ordinary citizens especially the poor and the marginalized.

The Foundation supports interventions in the form of Action research, community
initiatives, training and capacity building, creating linkages and networking and
Advocacy in the issues of social inclusion, engaging citizens, research and advocacy
and public debate. There is a conscious effort to address these issues in smaller towns
and cities as they often fall outside areas of interest of state governments by virtue of
their lower visual appeal.

NFI, in the last three years, has also been involved actively in examining and analyzing
budgets by civil society groups, which has been critical in understanding how priorities
for public spending are impacting the lives of the poor.

Highlights of the year

“ NFI attempted to consolidate and distil learning
from all its initiatives in the Governance area
and bring more clarity to the programme.

The initiatives in Odisha and Jharkhand have
aimed to empower citizens to transform their
own lives. Rather than seeing themselves as
beneficiaries of development aid, they become
responsible for their own community. Through
participatory and empowering models of
development, the residents of the communities
that we work with are able to solve their

local problems like, issues of water, waste

and sanitation and thereby enhance their
human development index and become active
participants in the governance processes.

The Urban programme of NFI has
supported work that has lend itself to
improving the quality of life of ordinary
people by building their capacities, creating
peoples agencies, improving their interfaces
with the Governance systems and
strengthening and deepening the role of civil
society organizations in building effective,
inclusive and participatory democracies.

The geographical focus of the programme
area has been in small towns, cities,
transitional and peri urban habitats.

Housing and housing ecosystems of the
urban poor in cities and fringe areas are
grossly sub- standard in terms of quality

of housing construction, water services,
toilets and waste management. There have
been numerous good practices introduced
as highly innovative engineering designs,
but these too have had very limited impact.
The NFI partnership with Saferworld
Communications in the last year has been
to study such innovations and to use the
findings to create simple communication
based approaches to improve adaptability of
technical solutions, create choice for users,
enable frontline workers and to deploy them
effectively and influence policy decision
makers to create space for such processes.

NFl in partnership with Omidyar Network
and Ford Foundation has expanded

its budget work portfolio to include 14
organisations working in 15 states of India.
The groups are working on a range of
budget reform issues including how to make
the Indian budget system more socially
inclusive and participatory, demystifying
state budgets by identifying standards and
norms for greater transparency particularly
at the local level, increasing the public
accessibility and availability of budgetary
information at the state and sub-state

level for informed pubic action, improving
budgetary spending on critical social sectors
and for vulnerable groups, creating a skilled
cadre of young professionals and experts
on fiscal and budget issues etc.

In addition, NFI with the support with UN
Women is working with some of the groups
on strengthening gender responsive
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budgeting in select states of India. The
priority remains on developing a roadmap
in select states on making budgets more
gender inclusive and responsive in nature,
piloting gender-focused micro-plans in the
agriculture sector as well as in the urban
municipal context, and forming a cadre

of budget professionals who can act as
resource persons to state governments on
gender responsive budgeting.

<+ Further, NFI in collaboration with Open
Society Foundation is spearheading

a campaign with health and budget
organisations on building public provisioning
of healthcare in India. By focusing on
various policy demands such as ensuring
people’s access to generic and essential
medicines, stepping up public spending on
primary health services, addressing human
resource shortages in the public health
sector, the campaign hopes to create a
groundswell of public support to push for a
reinvigorated public health system.

NFl is due to launch a comprehensive and user-
friendly data portal on budgets in india, which
could provide the citizens free, easy and timely
access to relevant data on budgets at various
levels of governance in the country. Such a
portal would augment considerably the use of
appropriate budget data by researchers, policy
analysts and journalists, which in turn could
generate a lot more useful inputs for policy and
budget formulation in the country at different
levels. Moreover, such a portal, over time, would
boost significantly the engagement of common
citizens in budget processes, which in turn
could strengthen public monitoring and social
accountability in the process of implementation of
the public policies in the country.
